A good book illustration urges the reader to read the story!
Creativity thrives on fast!  Anyone who is having trouble drawing should be told to draw faster.  Colored water based markers are strongly recommended. Be extremely careful and neat when working with book pages.
· Use big, bold lines (avoid drawing lightly).

· Consider doing a draft on sketch paper.
· Consider perspective.

· Use emphasis strokes.
