The major portion of your grade for 1st quarter will be based on your participation and effort in creating your book.  The main supplies you will need are:  a recent picture of yourself, and colored felt tipped markers. Manuscripts should be typed by an adult.  The manuscript should be typed using 12 point Times New Roman font.  All manuscripts must be printed out at school on special paper.
